Managing Flexible Endoscope Decontamination to HTM2030

“The role of the designated user”

Who?

HTM2030 defines the ‘user’ as the person designated by management to be responsible for the day to day running and management of a flexible endoscope Automated Endoscope Reprocessor (AER). The ‘user’ could be a theatre manager, endoscopy clinic manager or sterile services manager, amongst others. 
Delegates will learn the responsibilities of the ‘user’ which include: -
a) to certify that the AER is fit for use;
b) to hold all documentation relating to the AER;
c) to ensure that the AER is subject to periodic testing and maintenance;
d) to appoint operators where required and ensure that they are adequately trained;
e) to maintain all records;
f) to carry out daily and weekly tests including water samples;
g) to maintain health & safety

What?
This course has been designed to address the duties and responsibilities required in HTM2030 of the automated endoscope reprocessor “Designated User” in all departments performing endoscopy.

Where?
The course is held in the laboratory and classrooms of Lancer UK Ltd based in Waterbeach, close to Cambridge. Lancer are a company who specialize in chemical washer disinfectors for endoscopy as well as thermal washer disinfectors for CSSD’s, laboratories and GMP pharmaceutical manufacture. The course is not biased toward Lancer products.
When?

The ‘user’ course is held every two months and is a 2 ½ day residential course being both practical and theoretical.
